Regular Deadline: December 31st, 2010
Extended Deadline: February 22nd, 2011
The Ivy Film Festival will be held on April 18th-24th, 2011
at Brown University in Providence, Rhode Island, USA.

The Ivy Film Festival Screenwriting Competition is an international competition open to student screenwriters writing both short form and long form screenplays in the English language. The writer must have had student status at any educational institution including graduate, undergraduate or specialized school at the time the script was completed. Scripts must be the original work of an author or authors. Adaptations are welcome provided the author assumes sole legal responsibility for obtaining copyrights for the adapted work. 

We prefer that submissions be handled online through withoutabox.com, but filmmakers requiring a paper application may use the following form.

SUBMITTING YOUR SCREENPLAY

1. Print out a copy of the application from the subsequent pages to be sent in with a printed copy of your screenplay.  Please fill out a separate application for each screenplay.

2. Clearly label your screenplay with: Your name, the title of your screenplay, and your school.

FORMAT

1. Screenplays must be either short form (max. 30 pages) or long form (min 70 pages) typed in 12 point courier font and formatted according to industry standards.
2. The first page should include the title, your name, and your school.

3. Pages should be numbered, except for the title page.

4. Screenplays must be in English.

GUIDELINES & RULES
1. No substitutions of new drafts, corrected pages, or new versions of entries will be accepted under any circumstances.

2. Each screenplay submitted must be accompanied by a separate fee and entry form.

3. Screenplays must be the original work of an author or authors and must not have been previously optioned, purchased or produced when entered. Screenplays that are optioned or purchased after entry will be disqualified from competition and entry fees will not be refunded.

4. Adaptations are welcome provided the author assumes sole legal responsibility for obtaining copyrights to the adapted work. The Ivy Film Festival reserves the right to disqualify any winning entries that do not meet these criteria.

5. If a screenplay has been written by two or more writers, one author should be designated as the main contact.

6. By submitting to this contest the writer does not in any way waive ownership.

7. The writer agrees that none of the material in the application form is misrepresented.

8. At the time the script was completed the writer had student status at an educational institution including graduate, undergraduate or specialized school.

9. The writer must read and agree to the release form.

10. Entry into this competition is not a violation of the WGA strike.

REGISTRATION & PAYMENT INFORMATION:
The entry fee for one screenplay submitted before December 31, 2010 is $20 and $10 for each additional screenplay.  The Extended deadline (February 22, 2011) entry fee is $30 for one screenplay and $15 for each additional screenplay. Make check or money order payable to “Ivy Film Festival.”

You will be notified by email whether or not your screenplay has been accepted.
